Wood Awards Ireland is open to registered architects, engineers, designers, woodworkers and other practitioners throughout Ireland – north and south – who incorporate wood as the inherent medium in submitted projects. WAI is also open to Irish practitioners based overseas who complete innovative work for Irish and international markets.  It is supported by the Forest Sector Development Division, Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine with generous funding from the American Hardwood Export Council (AHEC), Coillte  and Enterprise Ireland. The Royal Institute of the Architects of Ireland (RIAI) and the Society of Irish Foresters provide administration and promotional support. 

Sustainable timber sourcing and usage is a key element of the project with emphasis on energy efficiency. Timber used must be sourced in sustainably managed forests and conform to the EU Timber Regulation (No 995/2010).

Each entry will require a separate application.

3. One A1 poster (594 x 841mm) portrait on card (minimum thickness 2mm) for each project containing relevant information on project (description, drawings and photographs) to be delivered to RIAI, HQ, 8 Merrion Square, Dublin 2 (marked WAI 2016) by 26 August  2016. The judges  may request that shortlisted  furniture projects – depending on scale –  be delivered to RAI HQ.
Eligible projects must be completed during the period 1January 2014 and 30 June 2016.

Judging panel will shortlist entries and visit projects in Ireland where necessary.  Notice will be given of visits and where possible applicant should be present. In addition to information above, the judges will accept additional imagery such as videos and YouTube posts for international projects.
